Â 5/6-105(A)(2)  Instruction Permit and Temporary License 

Â A 12-month permit may be issued to a driver operating a 

motorcycle or motor driven cycle entitled to drive upon public 

highways during daylight hours under direct supervision of a 

licensed motorcycle or motor driven cycle operator (21 years or 

older) who possesses an equivalent or greater classification, 

who has at least one year of driving experience.

Â 5/6-107.1  Instruction Permit For a Minor 

Â An instruction permit to operate a motorcycle or motor driven 

cycle can be issued to a minor (16 and 17 years old) for a 24-

month period. The instruction permit entitles the holder to drive 

upon a public highway during daylight hours only, and under 

direct supervision of a licensed motor driven cycle or motorcycle 

operator at least 21 years of age or older. The supervisor must 

have had a license classification to operate such motorcycle or 

motor driven cycle for a period of one year or more.

Chapter 3 - Registration 

 

Â *5/3-413(b)  Display of Registration 

Â Allows a motorcycle registration plate to be mounted vertically as 

long as it is otherwise clearly visible. 

 

Â *5/413(g) Display of Registration 

Â Prohibits all license plate covers on all vehicles 

Â Moving violation
